DESCRIPTION OF CO-CURRICULAR CLUBS/GROUPS

Art Squad:  This club is for all art students and non-art students.  All students are welcome to join.  We have themes such as ceramics, painting (murals), tie dye, etc.  Some students also work independently on their own projects.  
Assets in Menasha (AIM): AIM’s goals are to improve school climate by planning and doing fun activities and to help the community through fundraisers. 

Basket Case of Serendipity:  The Creative Writing 2 class puts together a school-wide publication called The Basket Case of Serendipity.  This publication is a celebration of the creativity within MHS and is published and distributed in May.  Any student of MHS is encouraged to submit any of the following original works:  poems, song/rap lyrics, short stories, essays, graphic art, illustrations, memoir, non-fiction, pictures of artwork (such as paintings or sculpture) and digital photography submissions are accepted from September through late April.  They can be handed into the student’s English teacher, brought to Ms. Klanderman in room 206 or emailed (as an attachment preferably) to klandermank@mjsd.k12.wi.us.  All students who have a piece (or pieces) accepted to the publication receive a complimentary copy. 

Battle of the Books (BOB):  Is a statewide reading program and competition.  It encourages students to form teams that read a variety of books and answer questions about the plots, characters, and settings.  The senior division reading list aims to expose students to current award winning literature.  The list incorporates awards such as:  Golden Archer, Newbery, Printz, Siebert, Coretta Scott King, and others.  A moodle site will be active beginning in December each competition year.  The list of books and more information is available at the MHS LMC website.
Bible Study Club (Menasha Revelation):  Is a bible study club that meets once a week during the school year.  The group is student led and provides support and encouragement to the MHS student body.  It is open to all students and staff and new participants are always welcome.
BIONIC Bluejays (“Believe It or Not I Care”):  Is a program where teens help others with personal or family problems.  BIONIC Bluejays aren’t counselors but do receive extra training and support to help them help others.  Students are nominated by their classmates to be in BIONICS because they are good listeners and problem solvers.

Bowling:  Is a co-curricular club that offers competition against the different high schools in the district.  The club is open to all who may have a desire to learn and have fun.  The style of bowling is called Baker System and is used at the collegiate level. 
Car Club:  Car Club is a student organization of past, present, and future automotive course students.  The club offers open shop time for students to maintain or modify their cars.  The car club is also responsible for promoting and running the car show at the end of May.  Students in Car Club will also get a chance to compete in area competitions.
Chess/Cribbage Club: Is a club where students play in small chess/cribbage tournaments against each other.  
Class Officers (Freshmen):  Four students are elected by classmates to represent their class.  The class officers do fundraisers to help raise money towards their class to help with expenses for future events such as dances.
Class Officers (Sophomores):  Four students are elected by classmates to represent their class.  The class officers do fundraisers to help raise money towards their class to help with expenses for future events such as dances.
Class Officers (Juniors):  Students serve as the President, Vice President, Treasurer, and Secretary for the school year.  The junior class officers are in charge of several events, including planning and putting on the Junior Prom.
Class Officers (Seniors):  Elected by their classmates, the Senior Class Officers are in charge of all things senior related; including details surrounding graduation, senior class t-shirts, the Senior Luncheon, and other events.  They are the true leaders of their class!
DECA:  DECA is a student organization of marketing students.  It is a basic component of a Marketing Education program, which supports and enhances, related school based and work based learning.  

Drama:  MHS produces two plays a year, a non-musical show in the fall and a musical in the spring.  Try-outs are in September and December for each respective show.  The fall play is in November and the musical is in March.   Students from grades 9-12 are welcome to try out.  No prior experience is necessary. 

Earth Club:  Earth Club provides students the opportunity to investigate local environmental issues and become involved in the school and local community environmental concerns.  Activities may include litter clean up, helping at area nature centers, attending environmental conferences, environmental student research, fundraising, camping and outdoor activities and other projects determined by the students.  
FAB Club:  This is a club that works on sewing projects and other fashion projects such as making jewelry.
Forensics:  Forensics is an acting and speaking activity, which allows students to perform original literary pieces and speeches or original speeches.  Participating in this activity helps students to develop strong communication skills, self-confidence and teamwork.  
Gamers:  Gamers is a group of Menasha High School students who meet monthly at school and play electronic video games.  One or two planning meetings are held after school to plan each gaming night, including an occasional overnight lock-in.  All Menasha High School students are welcome.
Gay-Straight Alliance (GSA):  The Gay-Straight Alliance (GSA) envisions a future where every person learns to respect and accept all people.  The GSA, provides resources to GBLTQ students and their friends to help ensure a more inclusive and safer school. 

Gearheads:  The Menasha Gearheads meet once a week to design and build robots using the VEX Robotics system.  Once the robots are built and tested we use them to compete against other high schools at several local and regional robotics competitions. Improv Team:   Improv, short for improvisation, is an informal acting group.  Students perform funny, entertaining scenes like one you would see live on Comedy Sportz or the show Whose Line is it Anyway?  Sometimes they perform for groups, but mostly it’s a fun outlet for students interested in impromptu acting.
Japanese Club:  Members of Japanese Club at MHS will meet once a week.  Every other week we meet at Clovis Grove Elementary School to run a Japanese Club for elementary students.  The alternate week, we meet at Menasha High School to plan activities for the elementary students.  We also do educational activities for our community.
Key Club:  Key Club is a student organization dedicated to giving back to the community through service activities.  Activities range from (but not limited to) sponsoring blood drives, food drives, dances, and fundraising for children’s camps. 
Lacrosse Club:  Is a club that plays the game of Lacrosse against other area Lacrosse teams. 

Madrigal Choirs:  There are two Madrigal Choirs.  The Mixed Madrigal Choir is called the Meister Singers.  They dress in the Elizabethan costumes and perform at Christmas programs and sing outs and then again in March at the Solo Ensemble Festival.  The other Madrigal Choir is the Women’s Madrigal group called Chanteuse (pronounced shaun-toose), they sing for the same events as the Meister Singers.

Math Club:  Math League competes within the Fox Valley Math League (FVML) with 20 other schools in North Eastern Wisconsin once a month for six months of the school year.  At the competitions, our students compete in four events individually on questions ranging from arithmetic to trigonometry.  Typically the first two or three events are non-calculator.  On the fifth and final event our team works together with calculators on six application problems which again vary in mathematical concepts.  We are then scored individually and as a team.
Meatless Eating Awareness for Teens (M.E.A.T.):  The purpose of MEAT is to educate the student body about vegetarianism and how it relates to health, the environment, animal welfare, and to promote a better understanding of vegetarian ethics.  Furthermore, MEAT aims to give support to current vegetarians, as well as any students who would like to try becoming a vegetarian.  Finally, MEAT is about accepting people’s choices in diet and lifestyle, and living together as one diverse society.  Activities:  Discuss ethics/reasoning, and current events in vegetarianism.  Make a vegetarian cookbook.  Introduce better vegetarian options in the school lunch program.  Have monthly potluck that anyone can attend.
Mock Trial:  Mock Trial is a combination of law and debate.  Students are given a case and act as witnesses and/or lawyers to prove their sides of the case.  

Mosaic Club:  Is a fun and active multicultural group that encourages students to celebrate diversity within the school, community and around the world.
National Honor Society (NHS):  This club consists of juniors and seniors who have displayed outstanding character, leadership, scholarship and service.  Members participate in peer tutoring programs, support Habitat for Humanity, sponsor the Bluejay Awards Program, as well as other events throughout the school year.

Pep Club:  If you have school spirit, Pep Club is the group for you!  One of the main events we help plan is Homecoming.  We are in charge of planning the class games, dress up days and the parade.  We also work on other spirit related activities throughout the school year, including pep assemblies, locker boards, competitions and fund-raisers.  Our goal is to make Menasha High School fun and full of BLUEJAY PRIDE!
Philosophy Club:  This group discusses all political views.  

School Magazine (The Beat):  Is the school magazine that is put together at least four times per year.  Any student can contribute writing, pictures or artwork to the magazine.  

Ski Club:  The Ski Club travels to three area ski hills each year with trips in December, January and February.  Check out our website for more detailed information on the activities page of the high school website.
Skills U.S.A.:  This club is for students who want to develop their skills in the trades’ field.

Spanish Club:  The goal of the Menasha High School Spanish Club is to promote the Spanish language and the various cultures of the Spanish speaking world, all while having fun!  

Student Ambassadors:  The Student Ambassadors primary goal is welcoming students new to Menasha High School.  Ambassadors are the front-line people who assist new students in transitioning to MHS.
Student Council:  During an academic school year, student council representatives welcome new students, organize Homecoming, spirit week and the talent show, serve on city-wide district and building committees, sponsor dances, support charity drives, adopt a family, sponsor a child, design various holiday events and create monthly teacher appreciation activities.  

Swing Choir:  There are two Swing Choir groups.  The mixed swing choir is called Blue Persuasion and the Women’s group is called Lady Blue.  Both groups learn music to sing and dance to.  They sing for several concerts during the school year.  They have also participated in the Wisconsin Singers show at Neenah’s Picard Auditorium and the Solo and Ensemble Festival in March.

Tech Crew (running/construction):  Students from grades 9-12 are welcome to join crew.  No prior experience is necessary.  Those joining crew should have an interest in building/constructing and painting sets.  There are also opportunities to run lights, sound and move scenery during shows (running crew). 

Trap Shooting:  The MHS Trap Club provides students an opportunity to shoot trap in a competitive league environment.  All members are part of five person teams competing against other teams from MHS, as well as other area high schools.  Completion of a Hunter’s Safety Course is required for participation.
Yearbook (The Nicolet):  All students have the opportunity to design and develop Menasha High School’s yearbook, called The Nicolet.  The students learn how to take photos, use page layout and digital photography software, manage their time and work with a team.
