MENASHA HIGH SCHOOL DEPRESSION SCREENING DAY

A glance at the papers reminds us all about the tragedy of teen suicide and depression.  Many surveys have shown that nationally between 8-10% of teenagers are significantly depressed at any given time.  Perhaps more troubling, around 20% of the students in our state report making a suicide attempt while in high school.  In an effort to identify and help depressed teens Menasha High School will be doing a screening of all students on October 13, 2011 during their Life Options class. 

All students will view a video that educates them about the signs and symptoms of depression as well as how to help a suicidal friend. Then students will take a brief questionnaire that can help them understand if they may be depressed. The survey is not handed in and is 100% confidential. Teens are encouraged to talk to their parents or a staff member in the Student Services Office if they have concerns about being depressed.
