Float/Parade Rules Homecoming 2011
BLUEJAYS vs. Oshkosh West Wildcats
*All clubs and activities are encouraged to participate in the parade.  A float is not a requirement to be in the parade.  All float participants should have a sign or something to indicate which group they are representing.  A parade form will need to be filled out.  This form will be sent out the week before homecoming.  

*Parade participants are encouraged to walk.  Riding on top of vehicles will not be allowed.  Participants will only be allowed to ride in vehicles if they are seat belted inside.
1. Float building will be open to any school recognized club/organization.

2. Club/Activity advisor will be responsible for planning and organizing float building.  They will also be in charge of getting needed information from the club to turn into Pep Club.  All required forms will be sent soon.
3. Float size can vary- it can range from a wagon to a painted car to a trailer pulled by a car.  All sizes and plans will need to be approved (see below).  All vehicles in the parade must be street legal and driven by a licensed driver.
4. The float theme, size, and information will need to be approved by Pep Club no later than Friday, September 23 by 8:00.  Themes need to be related to Homecoming and Menasha High School.  Plans should be handed in to room 136 or Mrs. Kelly’s mailbox.

5. Each club/organization is responsible for their own supplies and the location of the float building i.e. someone’s house.  Permission to use that location must be granted prior to building and proof of permission must be provided to the advisor of that club. 
6. A dumpster will be provided on the visitor side of Calder, if needed, for the tear down during/after the game Friday night.  Clubs/organizations are responsible for their own tear down and for the removal of the float by the end of the football game on Friday, September 30th.  

7. On Friday, September 30th, all floats need to be at the high school parking lot behind the school by 4:30 for judging.  If the float is not there by 4:30, it will not be judged or in the parade.  All other parade participants need to be in the back parking lot by 5:00.  We will be lining up for the parade at 5:15 with the start of the parade at 5:30.
